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Official recognition of a student organization is the acknowledgement by the College that the organization has an existence at Trinity.  It also recognizes that the organization is allowed to charge fees; to seek funding or other assistance from sources outside of the College; and to request various considerations, such as the opportunity to use College facilities and services, when appropriate, the name and the tax-exempt status of the college.
The right to apply to the Student Government Association for funding from the Student Activities Fee may be granted by the Student Government Association to officially recognized organizations.


1. To become a recognized student organization, the organization must complete an Application for Recognition, have the approval of the Office of Student Activities, and if funds are to be sought from the Student Activities Fee, the approval of the Student Government Association.

2. For religious student organizations, the College Chaplain must grant approval.

3. The requirements for Applications for Recognition may be obtained directly outside the Office of Student Activities, in Mather Hall or found online. Completed applications should be submitted to Noreen Huth in the Office of Student Activities.

4. The Office of Student Activities will determine whether your application is complete and whether the proposed student organization submitting it conforms to College regulations and requirements.

5. If the proposed student organization seeks to receive funding, the completed application will be forwarded to the SGA.  The SGA Senate will then take one of three actions:
a. Approve the organization;
b. Deny approval;
c. Make a recommendation to the organization that it make particular changes to its proposal.
