1. Anyone seeking the position of Senator-at-Large must notify the current President of the SGA (contact at andrew.grubin@trincoll.edu). Anyone seeking a position on the Budget Committee must notify the current VP of Finance (contact at krystal.ramirez@trincoll.edu). 

2. Any full time Trinity College undergraduate is eligible for election to hold executive office or senator 
position provided that he or she is not on academic probation.   
3. In order to be placed on the election ballot, the person seeking the office must obtain the required number of signatures.  
Class Senator     Require 25 Signatures from Classmates 
Senator-at Large / Budget Committee Require 50 Signatures from Student Body 
Officer Positions   Require 75 Signatures from Classmates/Student Body 
4. Neither candidates nor their campaign workers may in any way impede the campaign activities of another candidate. 
5. Voters may cast their vote only once. 
6. Mass e-mails sent by, or on behalf of, any candidates are not allowed.
