Election Guidelines


1. Anyone seeking the position of SGA President or Senator-at-Large must meet with the current President of SGA. Those seeking any other position must meet with the individual currently holding that office. The purpose of this meeting will be to help those individuals running for a position, understand the responsibilities and the time commitments of the position sought. Two information sessions will be held in Rittenburg Lounge during Common Hour on Tuesday, September 13, and in Hamlin Hall Saturday, September 17 @ 7PM for students interested in running for positions.
2. Any full time Trinity College undergraduate is eligible for election to hold executive office provided that he or she has served in the SGA for at least a semester and is not on academic probation.  

3. In order to be placed on the election ballot, the person seeking the office must obtain the required number of signatures.
